very different from 
previous efforts
.  Allied Biological has 
since been retained to treat our Lake
.  
Allied Biological, has obtained
 
a 
weed control 
permit 
from the state
 and the
 first application 
was applied during the first week in July.  
Three weeks later, t
he Algae floating on the surface of the Lake is 
disappearing and t
he weeds are dying
 off
.  
Allied
 Biological
 will be back out 
periodically
 for 
additional surveys
.  Although the Lake looks 
much better
, 
there is still 
some work to do.
  The club appreciates everyone’s patience as we look to improve the lake ecology for the enjoyment of all its members.
